Furthermore,
Islamic teachings establish an ethical framework for meat
consmn}l:tllqn. through lawful slaughter, kindness to animals,
and prohibition of cruelty. Environmentally, the traditional
Islamic model of local and non-industrial meat consumption
aligns with principles of reducing carbon footprint and
sustainable use of natural resources.

Conclusions: The study concludes that meat consumption
in Islam is a natural, legitimate, and beneficial component
of human nutrition, provided it is practiced with
moderation, ethical treatment of animals, and ecological
awareness. Thus, unlike modern vegetarian ideologies,
Islam encourages meat consumption within a balanced
framework that integrates health, ethics, and sustainability.

In the realm of narrations, the Prophet of Islam (PBUH) and the Imams
(AS) explicitly encourage meat consumption. This encouragement is reflected
both in the emphasis on the physical and psychological benefits of meat and
in its proper consumption. The Imams (AS) recommend that meat be
consumed in moderation, of appropriate quality, and with ethical slaughtering
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principles. They also emphasize the therapeutic benefits of meat in enhancing
vision, intellect, skeletal health, and alleviating ailments.

Another finding critiques the ideological foundations of religious and
cultural vegetarian movements. The references of these perspectives to certain
narrations or personal inclinations, such as those of Sufis or contemporary
writers like Sadegh Hedayat, contradict the analysis of authentic Islamic
sources. Islam, rejecting extremism, emphasizes moderation in nutrition and
recommends balanced meat consumption. Furthermore, narrations that refer
to abstaining from meat for extended periods warn against the negative

physical and psychological consequences of such practices.

In response to environmental challenges, the findings indicate that
traditional and non-industrial meat consumption styles in Islamic teachings
align with concepts such as keeping livestock at home, reducing carbon
footprints, and optimizing natural resource use. These perspectives offer local
and Islamic solutions to modern challenges.

Conclusion

The results of the research indicate that from the Islamic perspective, meat
consumption is a natural and recommended aspect of human nutrition.
Religious teachings, relying on Quranic texts and the traditions of the
infallibles (AS), not only permit meat consumption but also emphasize its
numerous benefits. However, Islam insists on the principle of moderation in

meat consumption and does not accept extremism or complete abstention.

Ethically, Islam distinguishes between the utilization of animals and
cruelty towards them. The directive for lawful slaughter, avoidance of animal
torture, and adherence to principles of kindness establish an ethical and
humane framework for meat consumption. Within this framework, not only is
the right to life of animals respected, but the nutritional needs of humans are

also met.

In the environmental sphere, analyzing [slamic narrations indicates that the
recommendation for non-industrial and local meat consumption reduces
environmental damage and greenhouse gas emissions. By adopting
suggestions such as keeping livestock at home, local meat consumption, and
utilizing household waste, Islamic dietary practices can align with sustainable

development.
