This article presents a cognitive scope that
approximates concept of acquaintance as being proposed
for a definite theory. This theory aims at founding a system
of communication and interaction between religions of
language and aiming at instituting religious internationality
that cares for international peace and turning it into a valid
cultural value among nations and civilizations. Such a goal
is built on a belief that intended acquaintance in the world of
ideas, cultures, civilizations, and religions is acquaintance
preceded by belief and rightness of difference and change.

Justice is considered a main principle in personal
relations between humans for gaining trust, founding
friendships, maintaining dignity and protecting honors.
In group relationships, justice is considered cresset of
judgment, foundation of authority, terminator of injustice
and creator of constancy. As for spiritual and religious life,
justice is reservist of piety. Both of them are measured in
balance of righteousness with its origin and estuary “Allah”.

For Christianity, it could be said that justice is the ethical
virtue, which has a constant and firm will to give Allah and
eligible people their rights. Justice towards Allah is called
“Virtue of Worshipping” whereas justice towards people
prepares to respect everyone’s rights. Having harmonized
human relationships enhances fairness for individuals and
wide spreading of general righteousness.

When we tackle issue of justice for individuals, societies
and countries, there is a crucial question: what do we search
for: judgment or peace or prosperity or stability?
