This article addresses what may be called ‘theology of
exclusion’ and the problems of interpreting religious texts
which accompany it, and how exegesis related to political
power contributed to the development of that theology. It
also discusses the most important theories which explain
the phenomenon of aggressive exclusion and how it
feeds on that theology, and the reasons which make
this phenomenon employable in projects of sedition and
disparity between Muslims.

The article addressed three main themes: the formation
of the theology of exclusion; theories explaining exclusion
and critiques of them, and the causes which made takfiri
movements an easy means to accomplish imperialist
agendas in our countries and communities as is the case
in our days.

The article concluded that the best theory to explain
aggressive exclusion is the one which attributes it to ideology
derived from tradition which was formed over long spans of
time, finding its root in religious interpretations of power to
serve political authority and its goals, destroy its enemies
and eradicate its opposition. So that theology of exclusion
was similar to that power in its violence and tyranny.

As for the other social and economic theories, they are
mere factors which facilitate an environment for aggression
and violence. Any analysis of the thought of exclusion in
its racism and ignorance and distance from reality would
conclude that causes of the facility of employment of takfiri
movements to serve imperialism hostile to all resistance
and justice.
